(a) revoke the notice of Declaration of State of Emergency and call-out to the Papua New Guinea Defence
Force in response to COVID-19 (Coronavirus) as published in Narional Gazette No. G185 dated Monday,
23rd March, 2020; and
(b) declare the existence of a State of Emergency and call-out to the Papua New Guinea Defence Force to
assist civilian Authorities, in particular the Police Commissioner as the Emergency Controller of the State
of Emergency, to restore public order and security, in Papua New Guinea, for a period of 14 days.
