Wegaya Advises to Postpone Travel to Germany and

MOH has tightened surveillance and
monitoring at all points of entry into the Kingdom, and readiness of its health facilities
to deal with the infectious respiratory illnesses. It has implemented a multitude of
vigorous precautionary measures to address the spread of the viruses at air, sea and
land ports, by establishing monitoring centers equipped with thermometers,
thermographic cameras, and other medical devices to implement the preventive

According to MOH, the prevention methods include paying attention to washing
hands, sneezing or coughing in tissues or elbow, and avoiding persons exhibiting
symptoms. These steps are sufficient to prevent person-to-person transmission, Allah

willing.
