It's your choice whether or not to get the
jab. The jab is free of charge. Some people
don’t want the jab. For instance, because of
their religion or because they are worried
about the possible side effects, like a sore
arm or a headache. If you have any doubts
or questions about the jab, call your doctor.
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Get tested

If you have any symptoms of coronavirus
after you’ve had your jab, get tested.

The chance you have coronavirus is very
small but it is possible. And if you do, you
could infect other people.
